Create a 12-15 part storyboard documenting the main events of WWI starting in 1914 and ending in 1918.   It should include things like causes of the war, key battles fought by Canadians, and turning points (eg. sinking of the Lusitania).  


Each section of your storyboard needs a picture as well as a description of the key event. The best way to see if your storyboard is effective is to ask yourself, “If a person who was marooned on an island and knew nothing about the war read it, will they get a fairly good grasp of what was going on?”
