1. Interview a veteran or a civilian about his/her experience during the war. If you don’t know of anyone, you may contact the Canadian Legion and they will be happy to refer you to a veteran. You may want to record or videotape your interview and then write a report on it. Your final report must include:
· interview questions
· researched background of the event the subject was involved in (eg. Liberation of the Netherlands, Operation Overlord)

· an assessment of this person’s experience

· visual images with captions
2. Prepare a mini-book featuring the battles that were fought in one of the following regions:
Asia-Pacific: Fall of Hong Kong; Pearl Harbor; Battle of Midway; Battle of the Philippine Sea; Iwo Jima, Battle of Coral Sea
Western Europe: The Blitzkrieg, Battle of Britain; Dunkirk; Dieppe; Operation Overlord; Liberation of the Netherlands,
Eastern Europe: Operation Barbarossa; Battle of Stalingrad, Battle of Berlin; Battle of Moscow, Battle of Kursk
Africa: Battle of Al Alamein; Battle of Gazala; Siege of Tobruk, Operation Torch, Battle of Tunisia
Your final report must include:

· a hand drawn map of the battle sites
· information about each battle
· visual images of the battles with captions 
3. Prepare a mini-book on one of the following: the Holocaust, the Internment of Japanese Canadians or the atomic bombing of Hiroshima and Nagasaki.

Your final report must include:

· background information and events that led to these happenings
· report on the actual event
· visual images (may include maps to show locations) with captions
· consequences and implications of the incident

4. Prepare a report on the resistance movements and underground activities undertaken by civilians during WWII in France, Belgium, Czechoslovakia, Norway, Austria, etc. 
Your final report must include:

· background information on the rise of resistance movements
· visual images and maps with captions
· an assessment of how effective resistance movements were and how they affected the outcome of the war
All of the above must also have an introduction, conclusion, and a bibliography 
Many other topics are available. You may want to come up with your own suggestions based on a specific area of interest eg: German Luftwaffe vs. the RAF; generals of WWII, Battle of the Atlantic, etc.
